In September 2018, the Borough Council issued its screening opinion
concerning the need for a Strategic Environmental Assessment

(SEA) in relation to the Neighbourhood Plan. This screening opinion was
underpinned by a detailed report and the opinions of the three statutory
bodies (the Environment Agency, Natural England and Historic England).

The screening process undertaken concluded that in order to meet the
‘basic conditions’ for neighbourhood planning, a Strategic Environmental
Assessment was not considered to be required to accompany the
Neighbourhood Plan a Habitats Regulations Assessment (HRA) was also
not required.

The Regulation 14 consultation has complied with the regulations, as
evidenced in the Consultation Statement which accompanies the
submission of the NP. It shows that the Regulation 14 consultation was
publicised via a variety of means including letters, leaflet drops, and
public consultation events. Example documents can be found in the
appendices to the Consultation Statement.

The plan was available to view online, from the parish clerk, or could be
inspected in eight locations within the parish (Appendix D, section 8).

The publicity material also explained how representations could be
made (online or via post). The consultation lasted for 6 weeks from 28
June until 9 August 2021.

The consultation statement includes a list of the statutory consultees
and non-statutory consultees who were consulted as part of the pre-
submission consultation (in Appendix F).
