In order to alleviate crowding
Network Rail advised that train
operators are intending to run longer
trains (10 and 12 car trains) to
provide more capacity in peak hours.
These would be extra vehicles for
South West Train, CrossCountry and
First Great Western services, subject
to the Department for Transport
approval. Most stations can already
accommodate longer trains as the
platforms are long enough. Network
Rail is currently in the process of
electrifying the route from
Basingstoke to Reading as a part of
a wider scheme to electrify the line
from Southampton to the Midlands
and the North.
