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Core Strategy Sustainability
Appraisal Draft Scoping Report -
Non-technical summary

The scoping report is the first stage of the emerging Sustainability Appraisal (SA) for the
Basingstoke and Deane Local Development Framework (LDF) Core Strategy. The LDF
is the set of planning documents that collectively provide a long-term planning vision for
the Borough and contain policies that will be used to guide and control development
that will help achieve that vision. The Core Strategy is the overarching document of the
LDF, and this will set out the spatial vision and objectives for Basingstoke and Deane to
the year 2026.

The aim of the scoping report is to establish and assess the sustainability implications
of the LDF Core Strategy. The final SA will show how the policy options considered
have been evaluated for their economic, environmental and social impacts. The SA
incorporates the requirements of the Strategic Environmental Assessment Regulations
(SEA) which require a formal strategic environmental assessment of plans and
programmes which are likely to have significant effects on the environment. The
scoping report provides an early opportunity for interested parties to comment, and
ensure that the final SA report is robust enough to achieve its sustainable development
objectives when appraising the Core Strategy.

As part of the scoping report, a context review of other relevant policies, plans,
programmes and sustainability objectives has been carried out. This helps to clarify
the role of the Core Strategy and the policy context within which it will work. This stage
of the SA has also included the collation of baseline information which will provide

the basis for predicting and monitoring the effects of the LDF, and enables current
sustainability issues to be identified.

The scoping report identifies the main sustainability issues that are affecting the
Borough. These have been separated into environmental, economic and social matters;
although there is inevitably overlap. For example certain issues, such as climate change,
have environmental , economic and social implications.
