A Consultation Statement accompanies the Submission SMBNP. The 
Consultation Statement includes: 

 (a) and (b). Details of who was consulted through the Regulation 14
consultations (in this case the parish council carried out 2 pre-
submission consultations) and how they were consulted, these
issues are covered on pages 11 – 20 of the Consultation Statement.

 (c) and (d).  A summary of the consultation comments setting out the
issues raised and how they were considered by the NPG has been
provided. Details are set out in pages 16 – 20 of the Consultation
Statement. Appendices 7 – 10 also provide additional detail.

A Basic Conditions Statement accompanies the Submission Neighbourhood 
Plan. The Statement has been prepared by consultant’s Urban Vision, and 
sets out how the Plan is considered to meet the basic conditions.

The local planning authority has to be satisfied 
that a basic condition statement has been 
submitted but it is not required at this stage to 
consider whether the draft plan or order meets 
the basic conditions.

e) Environmental Assessment; 
 
The Plan needs to be submitted with one of the 
following a) a statement of reasons for a 
determination under regulation 9(1) of the 
Environmental Assessment of Plans and 
Programmes Regulations 2004 that the 
proposal is unlikely to have significant 
environmental effects OR b) an environmental 
report in accordance with paragraphs (2) and 
(3) of regulation 12 of the Environmental 
Assessment of Plans and Programmes 
Regulations 2004 (as set out in the 
Neighbourhood Planning (General Amendment) 
Regulations 2015, which amends Regulation 15 
of the Neighbourhood Planning (General) 
Regulations 2012.  
 
If an Environmental Report is required, then this 
needs to have been subject to the required 
level of consultation, and should comply with 
the government’s SEA guidance.  
 
In terms of consultation, the ‘consultation 
bodies’ (EA, NE and HE) must have been 
consulted at scoping stage (for 5 weeks). There 
is no requirement for public consultation on the 
scoping report. The draft Environmental Report 

In September 2015, the Borough Council issued its screening opinion 
concerning the need for a Strategic Environmental Assessment 
(SEA) in relation to the Neighbourhood Plan. This screening opinion was 
underpinned by a detailed report and the opinions of the three statutory 
bodies (the Environment Agency, Natural England and Historic England).  
 
The screening process undertaken concluded that in order to meet the 
‘basic conditions’ for neighbourhood planning, a Strategic Environmental 
Assessment was considered to be required to accompany the 
Neighbourhood Plan. The parish council commission consultants AECOM 
to produce their Environmental Report. 
 
Consultation on the Strategic Environmental Assessment Scoping Report 
for the SMBNP took place in January 2016. Responses were received from 
all three statutory bodies.  
 
A Strategic Environmental Assessment Environmental Report accompanied 
the consultations on the Regulation 14 Pre-Submission Neighbourhood 
Plan when it was consulted on between April/May 2016 and in 
November/December 2016:

Submission Neighbourhood Plan has been indicated within the 
Environmental Report (paragraph 1.2).  
 
Strategic Environmental Assessment has informed the production of the 
Neighbourhood Plan. 

The draft neighbourhood Plan should be 
checked to ensure it is not a ‘repeat’ proposal. If 
so, the LPA can decline to consider the plan 
(1990 Act Schedule 4B Paragraph 5 and 
Regulation 18). 

The Submission Neighbourhood Plan is not a repeat proposal. Yes 

The body submitting the neighbourhood plan is 
authorised to act. (2004 P & CP Act as 
amended by Localism Act 2011 Section 38 A 
(2) and 1990 Act schedule 4B as it applies- 61F 
(2)). 

The qualifying body is St Mary Bourne Parish Council. The neighbourhood 
area was designated on 24 July 2013.  
  
The Plan was produced by the Long Term Planning Group, a group of 
volunteers, having been commissioned to do so by the parish council.

The pre-submission publication requirements 
need to have been satisfied. Before submission 
to the LPA the qualifying body should: 

 
1. publicise (but this does not have to be on a 
web site) in a way that is likely to bring to the 
attention of people who live work or carry on 
business in the area details of: 

a. the proposals  
 
b. when and where they can be inspected 

c. how to make representations, and 

d. the deadline for making representations – not 
less than 6 weeks from first publicised. 

The Consultation Statement demonstrates that these requirements have 
been satisfied: 
 
1. The first Regulation 14 Consultation version of the SMBNP was 

publicised via a variety of means including posters, banners, emails and 
publication in the parish magazine (Hill and Valley).   
 
The pre-submission version was available to view in the Club Room at 
the St Mary Bourne Village Centre Mon-Fri 3.30pn-5.30pm 
(except 18 April & 5th May) and on Saturday 8.30am-noon. The Plan 
was also available to view online at the SMB Parish Council website at 
www.stmarybournepc.gov.uk/index.php/minutes-agendas/parish-plan 
and on the blog for the SMB Parish Neighbourhood Plan 
www.smbp2027.blogspot.co.uk. The publicity material also explained 
how representations could be made (i.e. via an email to the parish clerk 
or posted in the comments box at the Village Centre or Village Shop). 
The first consultation lasted for 6 weeks, from 15 April 2016 until 27 May 
2016.

Because a large number of changes were made to the SMBNP 
following the initial consultation in April/May 2016, a second pre-
submission consultation was carried out between 4 November and 16 
December 2016. This again involved making the Plan available online 
and in the Club Room at the St Mary Bourne Village Centre. The revised 
draft was circulated to those statutory bodies that had commented on 
the first consultation and others where the parish council felt there might 
be a significant interest in the revised draft. Details of the 2nd pre-
submission consultation are set out below:

LPA in relation to both pre-submission consultations.  

The Conservation of Habitats and Species 
Regulations 2010 as amended by Schedule 2 
of the Neighbourhood Planning (General 
Regulations) 2012, i.e. Regs 102 and 102A, 
Assessment of implications for European site: 
A qualifying body which submits a proposal for 
a neighbourhood development plan must 
provide such information as the competent 
authority may reasonably require for the 
purposes of the assessment under regulation 
102 or to enable them to determine whether 
that assessment is required. 

The Borough Council issued its screening opinion in September 2015, 
which confirmed that the council considered there was no need for a 
Habitats Regulations Assessment (HRA) in relation to the SMBNP. This 
screening opinion was underpinned by a detailed report and the opinions of 
the three statutory bodies (the Environment Agency, Natural England and 
Historic England). Natural England agreed with the conclusion that there 
was no need for an HRA, and the EA stated that they had no comment to 
make.

 Where they exist a Primary Care Trust, licensee under the Electricity Act 1989, Licensee of the Gas Act 1986, sewerage 

 undertaker and water undertaker 

 Voluntary bodies whose activities benefit all or part of the neighbourhood area 

 Bodies representing the interests of different racial, ethnic or national groups in the neighbourhood area 

 Bodies representing the interests of different religious groups in the neighbourhood area and 

 Bodies representing the interests of disabled people in the neighbourhood area.
